Electronics Recycling Information

Electronics that are accepted free of charge: *Costs for certain electronics:*
« Monitors « Video cameras CRT TVs, 27 inches or less: $25
- Computers + Phones CRT TVs, 28 inches or more: $35
« Printers « Facismiles
« Computer peripherals « Copy machines LCD TVs, 46 inches or less: $20
« Audio/stereo equipment  « Wireless devices LCD TVs, 47 inches or more: $30
« VCRs « Video game consoles
« DVD players « Kitchen appliances Projection TVs: $30

Items that are NOT accepted: Compact fluorescent light bulbs, refrigerators, dehumidifers, AC units, and other items
such as clothing or batteries that are not considered an electronic.

NOTE: Do Not place electronic items in the bags or boxes with your shredding items.
